The Cataract Story

August is Cataract Awareness Month. The AmericaadAc
emy of Ophthalmology reports that people do notrtedive
with vision loss due to cataracts.

Facts about cataracts:

A cataract is a clouding of the eye’s clear lertss pre-

vents the passage of light needed for vision.

Cataracts are very common. Approximately 20.5 omlli

Americans age 40 and older have cataracts.

More than half of all Americans develop cataragtadge 80.
Cataracts can occur in young adults or children. Rik fac-
tors that may lead to getting cataracts at a youngge in-
clude:

Intense heat or long-term exposure to UV rays ftieensun.

Certain diseases, such as diabetes.

Inflammation in the eye.

Hereditary influences.

Long-term steroid use.

Severe long-term nearsightedness.

Events before birth, such as German measles imttieer.

Eye injuries and eye diseases.

Smoking.

Cataracts are removed with a surgical procedure. Fas
about cataract surgery:

Cataract surgery is the most frequently performedisal

procedure in the U.S.

In this procedure, the cloudy lens is removed a&piaced

with a permanent artificial lens.

Surgery is usually done as an outpatient procedider

local anesthesia.

Talk to your eye MD about care options.

There are no medications or exercises that willgmethe

formation or progression of cataracts or make araat

disappear.

Although surgery is safe and effective, you needeaide if

it is right for you. If the cataract does not irfisee with

work, play or other day-to-day activities, you nugcide it
is not necessary.
