This weekend our parishes are taking a second collection after 
communion for the training of seminarians in the Diocese of 
Green Bay.

Statistics don’t lie…How to stay safe in 
the world today! 
Where is the safest place? 
 
1. Avoid riding in automobiles, because 
they are responsible for 20% of all fatal 
accidents. 

2. Do not stay home, because 17% of all accidents occur in 
the home. 
3. Avoid walking on streets or sidewalks, because 14% of all 
accidents involve pedestrians. 
4. Avoid traveling by air, rail, or water, because 16% of all 
accidents involve these forms of transportation. 
5. Of the remaining 33%, 32% of all deaths occur in hospi-
tals, so, above all else, avoid hospitals. 
 
But…you will be pleased to learn that only .001% of all 
deaths occur in worship services in church, and these are usu-
ally related to previous physical disorders. Therefore, logic 
tells us that the safest  place for you to be at any given point 
in time is at church! 
  

As we begin a new school year, for many of us September 1 is 
very much like January 1, a time for starting over, a time for 
new resolve to put priorities in proper order. I invite you to 
put coming to church somewhere near the top of that list and 
bring the kids and their friends along. Not only is it safe, but it 
can actually save your LIFE! There’s a pew (or a chair) with 
your name on it. See you there!

JOSHUA will hold an important forum on Tuesday, Septem-
ber 7, 6:30 pm, at St. Willebrord Catholic Church. Judge Scott 
Woldt and Mr. Mike Olig of Winnebago County will be with 
us to talk about SSTOP (Safe Streets Treatment Options Pro-
gram) which allows for reduced incarceration time for people 
who are guilty of 2nd, and 3rd Operating While Intoxicated 
(OWI) offenses in exchange for complying with a treatment 
and probation program. SSTOP has been shown to reduce 
recidivism dramatically. Normally, about 50% of convicted 
OWI offenders are arrested again for the same offense, but for 
SSTOP graduates that rate is less than 10%. Please join us to 
learn about SSTOP and to show your support for common 
sense alternatives that can make our roads and streets safer.  
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
