But tiwoe
remains ours: Do | keep my faith hidden or do éfyeshare it
with others? Jesus couldn’t contain the exciteroé@od’s
love for him any longer. He ventured out and sthtte
proclaim that he wasn’t the only one that God logedalled.
And his not keeping his service secret should nesp$, who
bear his name, to do the same!
